Three Types of Exam Deficiencies
Incomplete Findings
Required tests not performed or domains not assessed. For example, range of motion not measured or mental health functional domains not evaluated.
Factual Inaccuracies
Examiner recorded wrong information. Example: You reported migraine symptoms but examiner documented "patient denies headaches."
Protocol Failures
Examiner didn't follow VA examination protocols for the condition. Each diagnosis has specific requirements that must be met.
